and habitat, including, poliutant
Inad reductions for impairments
addressed in TMDLs or identified
in the 303(d) List. A prerequisite
for §319(h) funding of
implementation projects (any
project invohing in-the-ground
construction) is EPA acceptance
of a watershed plan
